California Tribal Courts Conference

at the 34 Annual Tribal Courts Conference hosted by the California Indian Legal

Services (ACI LSdApy cODhmiferwaseahttewd at Harrah
in Valley Center, California (located in the southern part of California). Tribal

court personnel from all over California attended this conference.

CILS has been in existence for over 40 years and its mission is to serve the interest

of the California Indian community. California is home to over 100 distinct tribal governments. Each tribal government has

its own laws and varying judicial needs. The purpose of this conference was to share ideas and promote dialogue among the

various California tribes. And, the purpose of my attendance at this conference was to make contacts with legal staff from

various California tribes, to promote NALS, and to find out what types of training NALS can offer tribal legal staff.

This was the first time | attended a tribal conference and did not know what to expect. As a full-blooded Navajo,
who grew up on a reservation, | felt | knew quite a bit about tribal government and laws. However, many tribal jurisdictions
and laws have changed due to the emergence of Indian gaming. Indian gaming brings economic growth to reservations and
with economic growth also comes a new crop of legal issues.

On the first day of the conference, | met the CILS staff attorney and office personnel who | had been previously
communicating with. The CILS Staff Attorney Michele Fahley was very helpful and said she was glad that NALS was a part
of the CILS Tribal Court conference. Michele said she has heard of NALS before, as she attended the NALS of Orange
County Spring Seminar in 2008 to obtain CLS credits.

Another vendor present was Thomson Reuters (Westlaw). | reconnected with Michael Sulkin, the Orange County
rep, who | had previously met at the UCI Paralegal Career Day in June 2008. Michael introduced me to Joseph Kubes the
Director of Strategic Relations for the West Coast. Mi chael an
tate and publish tribal laws and cases. This is a new venture that Westlaw started in conjunction with the Native American
Indian Court Judges Association. We shared ideas on how to promote each of our services. We discovered that we are
thinking along the same lines in terms where and how to market our services to tribal legal personnel.

The topics presented and discussed at the conference included:

Public Law 280 i Retrocession and Update on Tribal Law & Order Act of 2009;

Indian Law Enforcement Reform Act i Deput ati on Agreement and Scope of Tribal
Jurisdiction - Restrictions Over Non-Indians and Overcoming Jurisdictional Limitations;

ADR in Indian Country i Traditional Perspective;

Jurisdictional Updates i Judicial Enforcement and Establishing a Tribal Court;

Indian Child Welfare Act 1 Judicial Enforcement and Dependency in Tribal Court

Indian Civil Rights

Tribal Justice System Funding i Tribal Perspective, Federal Funding, and Title IV-E Funding.

The audience included tribal judges, tribal attorneys, tribal law enforcement personnel, and two university profes-
sors who taught American Indian Studies at Palomar College and UCLA. Approximately onethird of the conference partici-
pants were tribal court clerks and tribal legal secretaries.

Several conference attendees visited the NALS vendor table
about NALS and what NALS had to offer tribal staff support. Most all of the court clerks and legal secretaries picked up
NALS materials. And, several attorneys also picked up materials to take to their secretaries. The materials available to at-
tendees included @Law magazine, membership brochure, certification brochure, Las Vegas conference information, and
Irvine conference information. The gist of all comments was that there is a definite need for training for tribal court staf fi
training, primarily, on computer software (Word, WordPerfect, Excel, and Adobe Acrobat). The idea that NALS offers an on
-line learning center was well received. A few court clerks said they are interested in attending the Las Vegas conference,
they will need to get approval from tribal administration to attend. This tells me there is definite interest in our associa tion.

During one of the sessions, | shared a table with Robert Moeller. | learned that he is a Court of Appeals judge for
the Chemehuevi Tribe. His office is located in Phoenix and he is an expert on Federal Water Rights and Indian Environ-
mental Law. | told him about NALS and he said NALS sounds like a wonderful association and provides a useful service to
the legal field.

Vendors were not charged for a table; however, each vendor was asked to donate a raffle prize. Region 8 donated a
gift basket full of Bath & Body products and NALS of Orange County donated a $25 Target gift card.
